Summary. The article substantiates the necessity of forming the creative
personality of schoolchildren in the modern social conditions, reveals theoretical
approaches to the definition of the concepts of "student's creative ability"”, "creative
ability". The basic qualities of the creative personality of the student are highlighted. The
classification of modern techniques used to form students' creative personality is given.
The basic theoretical propositions related to the development of creative thinking and
the formation of creative personality are revealed.

It is determined that the process of development of students 'creativity in modern
conditions of social development is aimed primarily at forming the skills of students'
research activities and a sense of involvement in culture and cultural values. It is
theoretically proved that general and special abilities are revealed only through the
motivational structure of the individual, his or her value orientations. The central
mechanism for the realization of creative abilities is reflection. From different scientific
standpoints, individual educational models (model based on dynamic theory of
giftedness; J.S. Renzulli’ model) are directed to the development of creativity of students.

The theoretical and methodological bases of the models concerning the management



mechanisms of their functioning and the predicted changes of the children studying
under this model, the content and teaching methods are considered. The concept of
support as a new ideology of the educational process and a special way of helping the
child in overcoming problems of development are characterized.

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METHODICAL FUNDAMENTALS OF FORMATION OF THE CREATIVE PERSONALITY OF THE
PRIMARY SCHOOL CHILD

The dramatic changes in the Ukrainian society of the last few decades have focused
school education on the formation of a person responsible for his or her own destiny and
the fate of the country, who is able to quickly navigate the situation, solve problems
creatively and make decisions independently.

Much attention is paid to these issues by domestic and foreign scientists. This
indicates that there are still unsolved problems in the theory and practice of forming the
creative personality of the student in the educational space of both Ukrainian and foreign
schools. Scientists include the development of new subjective qualities of modern
schoolchildren, the full mastery of their complex of educational and cognitive skills,

which is the basis for the development of creativity, a significant change in the



educational process in the context of creative approach (instead of the linear way of
organizing its cyclical structure is used), reflective thinking, constant adjustment and
coordination of all aspects of creative learning of primary school children, setting new
creative goals and more.

According to scientists, creative abilities of a student is a relatively independent,
dynamic system of creative qualities of his/her personality, connected with intelligence,
conditions of development, which is formed, develops and manifests itself in creative
activity and provides developmental interaction of a personality with environment.

The following basic qualities of a creative personality are distinguished: courage of
thought, propensity to risk; fantasy; imagination; problematic vision; ability to add inertia
to thinking; ability to detect contradictions; ability to transfer learning achievements and
experiences to new situations; independence; alternative; flexibility of thinking; self-
management ability, etc.

The process of development of students 'creativity in the contemporary conditions
of social development is aimed primarily at forming students' research skills and a sense
of involvement in culture and cultural values.

There are several groups of modern techniques that can be used to shape the
creative personality of students. Some of them actually coincide with the forms of
organization of independent work of students(methods of development of creative
thinking, trainings of creative abilities and skills, method of discoveries, class and school
olympiads), others aimed at modification of individual components of the lesson and
technology of work with educational material (brainstorming, method of synectics, etc.).
According to the principle of classification according to the use of the material of school
subjects, there are methods based on mathematical, linguistic, natural science materials,
which are actively used in the thematic context of the lesson(for example, working with
texts, sentences, words during Ukrainian language lessons). There is also a group of
methods based on extracurricular material: everyday, problematic and behavioral

situations, interesting exercises and puzzles, etc.



Any educational model aimed at developing students' creativity should be
evaluated from different perspectives. In our view, it is important to consider the
theoretical and methodological basis of the model regarding the managerial mechanisms
of its functioning and the psychological changes of children who study according to this
model. The effectiveness of the model is revealed by comparing the predicted
developmental effects with the real level of students' development by certain indicators
and parameters. In addition, the content and teaching methods are subject to discussion.

In particular, a model based on a dynamic theory of giftedness involves moving
from identifying new parameters of giftedness assessment to overcoming obstacles and
difficulties on the way to ability development.

The authors of the model believe that it is very important to understand the need
for creativity among the staff and students, especially during first stages of teaching.
Subsequently, as the intrinsic motivation for creativity grows, children are no longer so
dependent on the expectations of adults and able to perform creative tasks without
expecting much attention from the teacher. However, in elementary grades, it is the
teacher's support that plays a leading stimulating role.

The model of J.S. Renzulli has become widespread since the early 1970s both
abroad and in Ukraine. The scientist believes that the main task of the model proposed
by him is: stimulation of student activity; developing his interest in learning; improving
academic performance; integration of many teaching methods and activities into the
school curricula. This is the so-called model of school enrichment, described by J.S.
Renzulli in the form of three parts that complement each other: school structures,
components of the organizational support of the program and organization of the
content of education (the "triadic model of enrichment"). However, not all of the
suggestions made by scholars and practitioners are suitable for use in primary school. In
this regard, in the late 1990s, a new concept emerged - support, which was regarded as a
new ideology of the educational process as a whole. This means, on one hand, a good

knowledge of the actual situation of development of each child, on the other - an



opportunity for each child to move in the educational space on his/her own trajectory.
So, first, it is necessary to enable the child in primary school to make a real choice of the
capacity, level of complexity and subject of educational tasks, and secondly, to organize a
regular monitoring of trends in the development of students' creative abilities.

That is why today the support system is undergoing development: new diagnostic
procedures are being developed; development technologies are reviewed; new
approaches to the construction of methodological work are being formed, carried out
jointly by the teacher and the psychologist.

The article analyzes only some of the research devoted to the problem of students'
creative potential development. Based on these and other theoretical developments,
modern educators - scientists and practitioners - are searching, experimenting with the
aim of improving all directions of forming the creative personality of primary school

children.
